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Please take time to read and understand these installation instructions.

CORSA recommends that installation of this system be performed by a qualified service center or professional
muffler installer who has the necessary equipment, tools and experienced personnel. However, if you decide
to perform this install, the use of a hoist and an additional person will be required.

CAUTION: Never work on a hot exhaust system. Allow time for the vehicle to cool. Always wear eye protection
when working under a vehicle.

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Removal of Stock Cat-Back Exhaust System:
1) Using a 14mm socket loosen the nuts on the clamp just in front of the factory muffler.  If the clamp

is rusted use a cut off wheel to remove the clamp. See Fig. A.

2) Due to the clamping effects of the factory clamp the installer may need to use a cut off wheel to cut
a slot along the inlet side of the factory muffler pipe.  This will make the removal of the factory muffler
easier.  See Fig. B.

3) Spray a soapy water solution at the four grommet locations shown in Fig’s C, D, and E.  There is 
one grommet located in front of the muffler toward the frame rail and two grommets located at the 
rear of the factory muffler.  The fourth grommet is the rearward most toward the spare tire.  Spraying
these grommets will make the removal much easier.

4) Using grommet pullers or a similar device begin to remove the grommets from the factory hanger.
 Start from the front of the factory system and work your way back.  Leave the rearmost grommet 

in place to support the system.

5) Now slide the complete muffler system toward the rear of the vehicle until the rear most hanger 
slides out of the grommet, then move the muffler system toward the front of the truck and downward
to remove the muffler and tailpipe assembly as one unit.  The removal of the stock system is 
complete.  See Fig’s F and G.

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Removal of Stock Down-Pipe:
1) Remove the bolts supporting the factory down-pipe hanger with a 14mm socket.  See Fig’s H

and I.

2) Using a 7/16” socket loosen and remove the V-band clamp shown in Fig’s J, K, and L.  The factory
V-band clamp will be reused for the CORSA install.

3) Rotate the Down-pipe and move rearward until the flared end is clear of the hump near the heat 
shield shown in Fig’s M and N.  Once the flared end is clear of the hump, slide the Down-pipe 
assembly rearward until the Down-pipe clears the frame cross member.  The factory Down-pipe / 
Cat pipe assembly can now be completely removed.  See Fig. O.

NOTE: For the MEGA CAB configuration there is an extra spacer pipe after the Cat pipe.  This
pipe needs to be removed first before removing the factory Down-pipe / Cat pipe assembly.

 If the installer is experiencing problems with removing the Down-pipe / Cat pipe assembly, 
it is recommended to remove the pipes separately.

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Installation of CORSA 4” Down-Pipe / Cat-delete pipe
1) Locate the CORSA Down-pipe 18DR4032 and slide the factory hanger support over the end of the

Down-pipe hanger.  Bottom out the flared end of the Down-pipe with the turbo exit.  Pre-tighten the
V-band clamp around the flared end of the Down-pipe using a 7/16” socket.  Insert the factory bolts
into the hanger support bracket and pre-tighten the bolts.  Hold the end of the down pipe so that it
clears the frame cross member by 1” then completely tighten down the V-band clamp.  See Fig’s 
P, Q, R, S and T.

2) Locate the CORSA Cat-delete pipe 18DR4033 and a 4” TORCA clamp and slide onto the end of 
the down pipe so that there is a 1” drop toward the bottom of the vehicle.  Pre-tighten the TORCA 
clamp at this time.  See Fig’s U & V.

NOTE: If the configuration of your vehicle is a Quad Cab the remainder
of the installation instructions can be found on INS5072 Installation of
CORSA System Step 1. For MEGA CAB configurations perform step 3
below before moving to step 1 of INS5072.

3) Locate the CORSA Mega CAB Extension Assembly 18DR4039
and 4” TORCA Clamp.  Slide the Extension pipe over the Cat-delete
pipe and pre-tighten the clamp.  Slide the grommet onto the hanger
of the Extension pipe. See Fig’s W & X.
